GENERAL INFORMATION

Artists who live and/or work in the Western Downs Regional Council 
area are invited to submit work in any media to the 2019 Western 
Downs Regional Artists’ Exhibition in response to the exhibition theme. 

Inside Out invites artists to reflect on their personal arts practice by 
looking ‘ in’, to connect with their essence of creativity, and bringing 
‘out’ to demonstrate through inspired work. The theme invites playful 
and divergent thinking and could bring forth something unexpected.

Artists may submit up to four artworks. Each work must be accompanied 
by a completed entry form. The non-refundable fee per entry is $25. 
Submitted works will be selected by the exhibition curator to create a 
cohesive exhibition that speaks to the exhibition theme. All artists who 
submit work will be represented in the curator’s exhibition selection.  
A full colour, professionally-presented exhibition catalogue will 
document the exhibition and include a curatorial essay.

Entries Close: 

Monday 5 August 2019, 4pm. Entry forms must accompany the 
delivered artwork.

Delivery of Artwork:

Artworks are to be delivered to Dogwood Crossing, Miles between 9am 
and 4pm on Monday 5 August. No work will be accepted outside these 
times unless by arrangement with the Gallery.

Collection of Unsold Artwork:

Work must be collected between 10am and 4pm on Wednesday  
11 December unless other arrangements have been made with  
the gallery.

Conditions of Entry:

1.	� Open to all artists’ over 14 years of age who live and/or work in the 
Western Downs Regional Council area.

2.	� Works must not have been previously exhibited in an exhibition, 
show or competition in the Western Downs Regional Council area. 

3.	� A maximum of four (4) artworks can be submitted per artist.  
Each artwork must be accompanied by a completed entry form  
and entry fee.

4.	� Artist’s contact details and the title of the artwork must be  
clearly stated on the back (or other appropriate place) of each  
of the artworks.

5.	� Works can be in any medium including, but not limited to: painting, 
drawing, collage, ceramics, textiles, photography, new media, 
installation, and sculpture.

6.	� There is no limitation on size or dimensions of works. 

7.	� All hanging works must be mounted and framed with D hooks 
(stretched canvases are considered framed).

8.	� Clear installation instructions must be provided if required.  If you 
are planning something ‘out of the ordinary’, please contact the 
gallery to discuss feasibility of installation requirements.

9.	� The Exhibition Curator selects the exhibition and awards the prizes. 
Their decision is final, and no correspondence will be entered into.

10.	� A commission of 22% applies to all artwork sales.

11.	� Western Downs Regional Council accepts no responsibility for loss 
or damage to work.

12.	� Arrangements, costs, and transit insurance are the responsibility  
of artist.

13.	� Selected artists must agree to have their work photographed 
for inclusion in the exhibition catalogue and for the purposes of 
promoting the Western Downs Regional Artists’ Exhibitions present 
and future.
